This is a new feature and it wonôt be on the front page from now on. I just thought those of you who 

do not attend the meetings would like to have an update on our finances. Since I publish the newslet-

ter on the first of the month and cannot finish the financials until the first of the monthðthis report 

will be a month behind.  

As of August 30, 2023 we had $9,023.15 for designated funds. These are the funds that are saved for 

specific purchases. We had $12,880.01 for operating funds (but just because we have these as operat-

ing funds does not mean we can spend it all. We need to save money for emergencies.)  

We ended August with a gain of $187.24 for the month but a loss of $3,804.80 for the year. Our main 

income comes in the fall with the membership that comes due. As of August 30 we have received 

$1,028.72 in donations. We have received $1,273.92 in research requests so far this year.  

The only operating expense we had in August was $104.94 for the telephone and internet. We did 

have expenses coming out of the designated funds for books and color toners to print books. There 

was also the binding of 9 books paid for.
